Abstract. The aim of socialization is a forming of the social role of an individu-
al. It includes a wide spectrum of the exposure of human behavior.

Therefore, a development and a self-development of a child can be regarded
as a process of formation of social roles, where an evolution from individual to
personality takes place.

The specifics of the practicing rhythmic gymnastics is that this activity
occupies the child completely. The sport excludes almost any other kind of
leisure. As a result, the personal development of a child specializing in a given
type of activity is almost completely determined by what is happening within
this activity.
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In the article the results of the pilot study of the influence of the rhythmic
gymnastics on primary socialization of an individual are presented.
