Abstract. Authors studied specific factors that shape the market and
their influence on the condition of the world tourism market. Authors iden-
tified several factors that determine the conditions of the tourist season in
2022. It is clear that the full-scale war in Ukraine creates new problems in
the global economic environment and worsens the conditions of the world
tourism market. At the same time, the pandemic continues to hold back the
recovery of the tourism market in all regions of the world. In both cases,
the short-term forecast of the global tourism market is not optimistic.
