The purpose of the work was to characterize the current state of extracurricular educational system of
Ivano-Frankivsk region for school-age children on the example of circles, sections, clubs located at schools or
special extracurricular educational institutions that have sport and health-enhancing direction. Theoretical
analysis and generalization of data of scientific literature, sociological and statistical methods of research were
used. Existing circles / sections allow to attract only one tenth students to health-care activities. The services of
extracurricular educational system are used more often by boys than girls. The statistically significant influence
(p < 0.005) of the tvpe of educational institution, the gender of the child and the simultaneous action of these
Jactors on the total number of persons in the extracurricular educational institution is shown. A master’s or
specialist’s academic degree has 63.87% employees from extracurricular educational institution.

The article describes the structure of awards amount and. their distribution in combat sports in the
iprograms of Olympic Games at the present stage of Olympic sport development. During the current stage of
Olympic sports development it is not homogeneous. System factors of its formation should be considered:
introduction to theprogram of new sports; conducting competitions in combat sports for women: fencing (1924),
Judo (1992), taekwondo (2000), wrestling (2004), boxing (2012), karate (2020); awards sets total increase from
4 (1896, Athens) to 63 (2016, Rio de Janeiro). Innovative changes during the years 2000-2016 related to the
optimization of the number of awards sets, the strategic policy of gender balance in the types of combat games
competitions, including new sports on equal basics by the number of awards sets of for men and women.
