Formation and implementation of the state policy of reforms in the health
care system at the present stage of the challenges of the COVID-19 pandemic in Ukraine

Almost since the beginning of managerial transformations, the Ukrainian health care system has undergone ongoing reforms
aimed at giving citizens their constitutional right to equal access to high-quality health care services. Despite the undoubtedly positive
impact of the changes that have taken place, the inefficiency of the health care system in Ukraine is still noticeable. The COVID-19
pandemic further exposed the problems related to the health care system in Ukraine and at the same time provided an opportunity to
emphasize further reforms. The current situation has shown that public health should be a priority in the activities of public authorities,
as it is the basis for sustainable socio-economic development.

Weaknesses in the health care system identified by the pandemic indicate the need for concrete measures to optimize
its functioning. The most important areas of transformation are changing the approach to the health care system as a necessary
condition for socio-economic development and national security, as well as the priority of the health care system in the activities
of public authorities and civil society. Due to underfunding, access to health care has deteriorated significantly, including preventive
examinations and diagnostics required for treatment, as well as therapy and treatment. As a result of these difficulties, many patients
with complications of the disease can return to health within a few months.

Therefore, it is important to plan properly, allocate resources to prevention measures and improve systemic activities so that it
is possible to respond relatively quickly to urgent health needs. Increasing funding for health care will create the conditions to increase
access to modern, effective drugs and other medical technologies that allow treatment in accordance with European clinical guidelines,
as well as optimize the allocation of resources in health care and improve the functioning of the system health care in such a way as to
attract and strengthen the patient's position, systematically improve outpatient specialized care to shift the burden of health care from
inpatient treatment.

The COVID-19 pandemic has highlighted the perception of health as a field of disease control and can qualify public health
as an element of national security. The health care system must be ready at all times to manage the crisis situation and keep citizens
in working order through appropriate preventive and therapeutic measures to be as effective as possible in a crisis situation. During
the COVID-19 pandemic, the level of public health declined sharply, and the situation of the chronically ill, cancer patients and patients
in emergency care deteriorated. Public spending on health care in Ukraine is much lower than the European average, of course, there
is a possibility to bridge this gap, but there must be a social guarantee that these costs will actually increase.

At the same time, in this context, it should be possible to treat patients in accordance with the latest medical practices described
in the guidelines. Health care funding should be used to improve the health care system, increase wages in the health sector, and reduce
access to health care. The projected increase in health expenditures should be seen as a first step towards adequate funding for
the sector, an increase in health expenditures compared to European countries.
